· I was the lead developer on the Economic Indicators project, which used Flash, PHP, and PostgreSQL to present aggregated economic data dating back more than 40 years at national, state, and regional levels. The underlying database/API powers a number of related CQ interactives. 
· Under my guidance, the multimedia team created a series of web applications to fill critical gaps in the CQ.com content management system. These included a tool for easy uploading, editing, and presentation of tabular data; an easy-to-use system for creating interactive timelines, and an archival index for important budget documents.

· As multimedia team leader, I trained other CQ staff in ActionScript 3.0, JavaScript, PHP, HTML, SQL, interactive design, and media production.
